Nova and York  - cross pollinate

Korsor - self fertile  
Haschberg - self fertile  
(S. nigra)

Features:

• Food:  
• Berry - All varieties have dark blue to black berries.  When 

they feel soft let them sit another week and taste.  
• Flower - Korsor and Haschberg have flowers that smell of 

confection.  Used in fritters, pastry and cordial.
• Medicinal: 

Highly sought after for their medicinal juice (outside of wine)
• Juglone Tolerant - can live with walnut trees

Characteristics:

Size 8’ x 8’ Sun/Shade full sun to part shade
